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A gift of life insurance can provide a significant charitable deduction.  You can purchase a new policy or donate an existing policy that you own but no longer need.  To receive a deduction, designate the Union Mission as both the owner and beneficiary of the life insurance policy.  Your insurance agent can give you more details.
Example: Mrs. Smith owns a $100,000 life insurance policy with a cash value of $25,000.  By transferring the policy to the Union Mission, as the new owner and beneficiary, Mrs. Smith is able to receive a charitable deduction of $25,000.  If Mrs. Smith decides to continue paying any premiums still left on the policy after the gift is made, the additional premium payments will be tax deductible as well.




The IRA Charitable Rollover allows individuals over age 70½ to directly transfer up to $100,000 per year from an IRA account to one or more charities. This transfer can then be counted toward the required minimum distribution rule for IRA accounts.  Donating IRA assets to charity has a number of tax advantages. Charities, unlike individual beneficiaries, do not need to pay income tax on withdrawals from these accounts. And while there is no income tax deduction for a donor’s contributions, the sum going to charity is not included in your adjusted gross income or AGI. Unlike other donations, these are not subject to percentage limitations on charitable deductions. Plus, donating these assets, rather than taking required minimum distributions, may also enable older donors to avoid certain penalties that come with a higher AGI, such as higher Medicare premiums.


The Union Mission can be named as a beneficiary in your Will in a number of simple ways.  An outright gift, either in a designated dollar amount or percentage of your estate can be specified.  The Union Mission could also be named as a remainder beneficiary to receive funds only after specific sums have been paid to individual beneficiaries.  It may be helpful to know that you can easily add us to your Will through an amendment to your Will called a codicil; thus your entire will does not have to be redrafted.
